Investment Potential

# Borovets is Bulgaria’s first ski resort and arguably the most attractive. The resort boasts over
40km of ski runs. At an altitude of 1330 metres and surrounded by the majestic Rila mountains,
Borovets is beautiful, challenging and fun.

2 The village of Beli Iskar, only 7km from Borovets, is a jewel within the Rila mountain range.
Located on a mountain plain, overlooked by the imposing rock formation known as Eagles Rock, the
views are out of this world.

# A Jack Nicklaus designed championship golf course is under construction at Dolna Banya, approx
25km from Borovets.

& [ake Iskar is Bulgaria’s largest inland lake and is simply breathtaking. With private coves and
bays, it is easy to find a peaceful spot next to the calm water. Water sports fans will be spoilt for
choice.

® Nearby is Sapareva Banya, Bulgaria’s most famous mineral bath, its hottest springs are fed by a
superheated geyser (102<C) gushing 550 gallons of s ulphurous water a minute.

® The Rila National Park covers almost half of the Rila mountain range and has a network of hiking
and mountain biking trails. Popular destinations include the beautifully decorated Rila Monastery and
the spectacular Seven Lakes.

® The Septemvri to Bansko narrow gauge railway with impressive views of the most wonderful
mountain scenery in the entire Balkans.

® Plovdiv, the country’s second largest city (with a population of 360,000) is under an hours drive
away. It is an attractive and vibrant centre, with wide tree lined boulevards, open plazas, street cafes
and bars. The 18" century Old Town, perched high on a hillside, overlooks the Roman amphitheatre
with fabulous views of the city and mountains beyond.




The ‘Super Borovets’ Project

The aim of the ‘Super Borovets’ project is to
expand the current resort of Borovets and
turn it into an all year round holiday
destination. It will incorporate the town of
Samokov and the large village of Beli Iskar.
The existing facilities and infrastructure will be
improved and vastly expanded. Around 300
million Euros of both private and public
money is to be invested and the Bulgarian
government is fully supporting the project.
The development is split into stages with the
first scheduled to start in 2007.

The resort will benefit from new and improved
ski and snowboard runs. The current lift and
gondola network will be upgraded and extended and additional snow cannons will improve and extend
Borovets’ artificial snow making facilities whilst families will benefit from new tobogganing and sledging
runs.

The town of Samokov, “the gateway to the Rila mountains” is a key part of the ‘Super Borovets’ project.
Work is already underway on the construction of a gondola to link the town with Borovets resort. Other
improvements include:

® An 18 hole golf course is to be built with a large feature lake.

® The introduction of spa facilities, new shopping centres and hotels.

® A riverside walking/biking trail, connecting the town to Beli Iskar.

® An ecological trail along Samokov’s Bistritsa river, which will connect the town to Borovets.
® Sports centres and facilities for fishing, golf and horse riding.

Beli Iskar will become linked to Borovets resort with the construction of two brand new 4-man chairlifts
and numerous ski runs. Families will be well catered for with an ice rink, tobogganing, sports centre and a
new cinema. Aware of their deep cultural background, the Bulgarians are giving considerable emphasis
to ecological tourism. An arts centre will exhibit traditional Bulgarian arts and crafts, the area’s folklore,
icon making, woodcraft and traditional cooking.




What Next?

The ‘Super Borovets’ project will expand amenities beyond the standard facilities offered on the ski
slopes of Borovets, the waters of Lake Iskar and the prestigious golf course at Dolna Banya.

Zelnik Properties has already invested in some of the prime locations here and although prices are still
relatively low, this beautiful area is set to boom.
